7. Only the driver and nominated navigator are eligible for awards but additional crew members will be 
included in points for the Camel Vale Car Trophy.

9. The entry fee is £25.00 per car but with an early payment reduction to £20 if the entry is received 
by the Secretary prior to 5:30pm on Friday 29th November 2024 on an official CVMC Entry Form 
and accompanied by the appropriate fee. The maximum number of entries for the event is 25, 
the minimum is 6. Please note that the event may not run if sufficient entries are not received by the 
pre-closing date of Friday 29th November 2024.   Exceptionally later entries at the full £25 fee 
will be accepted until 1 hour prior to the event in accordance with D.20.1.1

11. All drivers, navigators and passengers, over the age of 18, must present a 2024 MSUK 
Competition Licence . Any passenger under the age of 18 must bring a signed parental consent 
form. All cars should look as standard as possible and carry a maximum of only two additional 
driving lights, no advertising on the vehicle, no excessive noise and no multi-coloured vehicles. All 
cars must be taxed, insured and where applicable have a current MOT. Torches, pencils, rubber and 
a Romer together with OS Landranger Maps 190 & 201 will be required.
